The governors of Llangan Primary School are seeking to appoint two local authority governors to join our 
team of friendly volunteers to work with this caring and thriving school.  It is an exciting time to join our 
governing body, as we are currently recruiting a new Headteacher.  We are looking for our next local authority 
governors who either live or work within the area around Llangan. 

Further factors for consideration include: - 
• Experience as an effective school governor measured in terms of possession of relevant skills, knowledge 
and experience including skills that match the challenges of the individual school. 
• The contribution made during a term of office and regular attendance. 
• A genuine desire to help improve standards of education within the school in partnership with the 
headteacher and the rest of the governing body. 
• A knowledge of and an interest in the community in which the school is situated. 
• A knowledge of modern education issues. 
• A commitment to regular attendance at full governing body meetings as well as meetings of any committees 
of the governing body to which they are elected. 
• A commitment to attend governor training courses to update their skills and knowledge to enhance their 
ability and effectiveness as a governor.  

As a Governing Body, we are responsible for ensuring clarity of the school’s strategic direction, overseeing 
the financial performance of the school and ensuring accountability for the school’s educational standards.  
As a LA Governor, we would love for you to become a familiar face within our school family and for you to be 
committed to the integration of the school within the wider community.  Whatever your professional 
background, your skills and experience could be just what we need.  You may have links with local groups or 
businesses, and we would love to hear your ideas about contacts, events or initiatives that could help to 
embed Llangan Primary School within the heart of our community. 

Full Governing Body meetings are normally held once per half-term at 5.30pm on Thursdays.  You would join 
one of two sub-committees, Operations or Standards, who meet at a similar frequency, at 10am and 2pm, 
respectively, on Fridays.  A couple of training courses are needed at the outset and there are opportunities 
for additional training, including courses that may be relevant to a specific aspect of your role. 

This role is a rewarding and effective way of making a voluntary contribution to the lives of local young 
people.
