Dear Parents/Guardians, 

We are excited to inform you that our school has been invited to form a choir to perform at the Young 
Voices Concert at the O2 Arena in London this January. Initially, we planned to run choir sessions as an 
after-school club. However, due to limited interest outside of school hours, we have decided to hold 
practices during school time. We are thrilled that your child has expressed interest in joining the newly 
formed school choir. We will run a taster session tomorrow (Fri 13th Sept) and request that your child 
makes a firm decision about their attendance by Friday 20th September. All children joining the choir will 
need to commit to attending each session as the standards for performing are high! Only children that are 
members of the choir will be able to join us on this trip. Places will be limited to 30 children. 

This is a unique opportunity for our pupils to perform alongside thousands of children from across the 
country, creating an unforgettable experience. For many families, this may be the first time attending such 
a large-scale event, so we want to ensure that everyone is fully prepared. 

The Young Voices Concert is renowned for bringing together school choirs from across the UK, creating one 
of the largest school choir performances in the world. It promises to be an inspiring and memorable event 
for all involved.

Key Details: 

Date: Tuesday, 21 January 2025 

Departure Time: We will depart from school at 7:00 am, with a comfort stop en-route to the O2 Arena. 

Arrival & Rehearsal: We expect to arrive at the O2 by 2:00 pm for rehearsals. 

Concert Time: The concert will begin at 7:00 pm, concluding at approximately 8:45 pm. 

Return Journey: We plan to leave the O2 at 9:15 pm and aim to return to school by around 1:00 am. 

Commitment to Practices: All choir practices will now take place during school hours, specifically on 
Fridays. It is essential for your child to attend all rehearsals to be fully prepared for the performance. 
Commitment to these sessions is crucial for ensuring a successful and enjoyable experience at the concert. 

Cost & Additional Information: The cost of this trip is £50 per pupil, covering transportation and a Young 
Voices t-shirt for the performance. Parents are warmly invited to attend the concert as spectators. 
However, we are unable to provide transportation for parents. Information regarding ticket purchases will 
be shared shortly.
